Jill made a motion to pay the vouchers.  Ken seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Correspondence/Communication: 
· Killian Clardy showed the commissioners the new website.  The layout was liked.  The pictures were great, but there was concern that some of them showed a couple of gravesites that were not following the regulations.  The commissioners did not want to encourage breaking the rules.  Sharon gave Killian a copy of the regulations so she could be aware of the problem.

Unfinished Business: 

· It was decided to table the discussion about the regulations until the next meeting to give the commissioners more time to think about how to move forward with new regulations. 
· Sharon asked if the commissioners would like to keep the price of a lot at $550.00 for another year since we are receiving tax money.  Ken moved to keep the price of a lot at $550.00 until 2022.  Debra seconded it and the motion passed.
· Sharon presented Resolution 03-2020 for the purpose of buying back unused lots from lot owners.  Debra made a motion to accept Resolution 03-2020.  Jill seconded it and the motion passed.
· The PUD returned Ken’s phone call about the trees next to their utility pole and the pump house.  Someone from the PUD will come out and look at them.
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New Business:

· Debra wanted to know if there were any sections of the cemetery set aside for specific purposes; like a memory wall or an angel section.  Sharon let her know that a memory wall had been brought up and discussed in the past.  It is possibly something to consider when the area is opened up on the east side of the parking lot.

· Sharon presented the commissioners with the new maintenance agreement with Hernandez landscaping.  Ken made a motion to approve the maintenance agreement.  Jill seconded it and the motion passed.

· Paula went over the preliminary budget with the commissioners.  There were very few changes.  The maintenance will go up slightly.  The clerk will receive a salary.  Once the COVID restrictions are over Sharon can train someone to take over as clerk.

· Sharon will put a legal notice in the paper for the budget meeting.  Debra will contact the HUB in Belfair to see if a meeting room is available.  Ken moved to spend up to $50.00 to rent a meeting room.  Jill seconded it and the motion passed.

We will have the budget meeting at 4PM with the regular meeting to follow on November 16, 2020.


Ken moved to adjourn.  Jill seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:42PM.
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
